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THE BEGINNING OF THE GOTHIC MOVEMENT
TO EASTERN EUROPE

Keawords: Germans, Baltic area, migration.

By the middle of the I c. AD groups of Germans (Goths and, perhaps, Gepids) colonized some
lands in the west of Sambia. During phase B,/C, a part of the Wielbark culture people crosses the
frontier Passarge/Paslek river and populates the “zone of fear” between the areas occupied by
Goths and Aestii. Simultaneously, the Amber coast witnesses the arrival of a group of Scandina-
vians, interested in amber trade. In all likelihood, it was their arrival that prevented the Wielbark
people from rejoining the descendants of their relatives, who came to the west of Sambia in the
Early Roman time. During phase B,/C, the ethno-cultural situation on the Amber coast forced
groups of the Wielbark people to start their movement towards the southeast, partly following the
Black Sea trade route that formed as early as the Bronze Age.
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
