Terzan B. In pursuit of Medea: a study in
the Early Iron Age of the Caucasus. The
article deals primarily with the Early Iron Age
necropolis of Tli in the Caucasus, yet not
with chronological questions, but instead
concerning its social structure. Research on
burial rites and grave goods in Tli, in par-
ticular weaponry, attire and customs as well
as status symbols, has revealed a markedly
stratified society. The elite was characterised
by special status symbols such as scep-
tres and animal figurines. It is striking that
in the graves of outstanding females espe-
cially pendants in the form of a ram or ram’s
head as well as bronze cauldrons and spe-
cial bronze utensils were found. These items
as well as the burial rites themselves remind
of the talismanic magic associated with the
Greek mythological figure of Medea, the
daughter of the Aeetes, king of Colchis.
