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How fast time flies! Looking to the post - cards, it’s difficult to recognize Egypt - so dramatically it changed during the last hundred years. Pyramids and
mosques are the same, of course. But people are different, as well as streets. Who remembers now such Egypt? Nobody is. But in fact they are images of Egypt
at time of grandfathers and grandmothers of contemporary Egyptians. I'm sure that their grandchildren would be glad to see such Egypt.

The postcards included in this publication were produced in late XIX - early XX century by different publishing houses. They were collected by famous Rus.
sian artist Ivan Bilibin (1876-1942). In 1920 he left Russian port Novorossiysk on board “Saratov” steamer looking for refuge from the Civil War. The steamer
came to Alexandria. From this city the passengers of “Saratov” were sent to the camp in Tell al . Kebir situated between Cairo and Ismailia. Ivan Bilibin had
some valuables with him which helped the artist to leave the camp and to settle in Cairo. Russian diplomats assisted Bilibin in finding first clients among rich
Greeks. And he started working again.

Bilibin was charmed by Egypt. He wrote later: “I'll never forget staggering impression of my first visit to the old Islamic districts of Cairo with their brilliant
mosques of the first years of Hijra, with their bazaars and their crowds. I imagined that I was seeing a revived page from “One Thousand and One Night”, and
with difficulty believed that all this do exist".

In his letters to friends Bilibin mentioned several times that Egypt was a paradise for an artist. He wrote, for example: “Islamic districts of Cairo are very
specific, architecture is wonderful and monuments are plenty. And all around - bazaars, small shops, traders, beggars, bedouins, Niggers, camels, colored
donkeys, carpets, sweets, fruits - in short, sit down and start to draw an oriental fairy.tale”.

Bilibin mentioned “fairy.tale” not by chance. At the beginning of the XX century his illustrations to the Russian fairy.tales made him famous. Unfortunately
in Egypt the artist never produced an oriental fairy.tale because his Greek clients asked him to produce pictures on another topics, and he was short of time
to work for himself.

Bilibin lived in Egypt for five years. During this time he travelled in the country more than once. He made a lot of photos, bought post.cards. Famous artist
chose postcards very thoroughly. Bilibin left for Paris in August 1925. The number of post.cards with images of Egypt and Egyptians in his collection exceeded
350.

Bilibin cared a lot about his collection. In 1936 he came back to his homeland with a few luggage but the whole collection. Since that time it is being kept in
St.. Petersburg. For many years his son . in . law was the custodian of the collection. Finally he presented it to the Institute of the History of Material Culture.

The collection of Ivan Bilibin is very important, and not only by familiarizing our generation with not so far away past. The publication will be useful for
people who are responsible for conservation and restoration of old architecture. Time and people, sorry to say, are damaging monuments and for proper
restoration we should know how they looked before. And the published images will also be very useful for scholars specializing in history of culture and tradi.
tions of Egyptians.
