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Ancient Egyptian Pottery in the collection of the Pushkin State Museum of Fine

Arts: features of the formation and horizons for study

In the collection of the Pushkin State Museum of Fine Arts, there are more than
150 Ancient Egyptian ceramic vessels, dating from the Neolithic times to the Late
Antiquity and vividly illustrating the development of Ancient Egyptian craft and
artistic traditions for almost five millennia. Two-thirds of the modern Ancient Egyptian
ceramic collection of the museum was acquired by V.S. Golenischev in Egypt. The rest
comes from the collections of T.N. Borozdina-Kozmina, K.T. Soldatenkov, A.V.
Zhivago, N.G. Ter-Mikaelian, as well as gifts to the museum at different times, up to
2017. The study of objects using the scientific approach developed by Egyptian
ceramology in the last 30 years and modern methods allows, first of all, to attribute
many objects newly, to clarify their dating, to identify certain technological nuances,
and in some cases suggest the place of origin of the vessels, many of which have no
provenance. In particular, it was possible to establish the place of manufacturing of
individual samples in Memphis, Alexandria, Buto, Middle Egypt, and Aswan. In
addition, it was possible to determine the purpose of several vessels, for example,
belonging to the so-called “embalming caches”. The collection of Ancient Egyptian
pottery from the Pushkin State Museum of Fine Arts is a unique mosaic that allows not
only to consider the development of ancient Egyptian pottery, but also visualizes the
economic and social development of Ancient Egypt, reflecting the technical
development, artistic taste, foreign influences, direction and development of trade

relations of the Ancient Egyptian civilization.

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Unpublished catalogue of the Noin-Ula collection!

One of the outstanding events in the world archaeology of the first quarter of the
20™ century was the discovery of rich burials of the Xiongnu nomadic nobility in the
Noin-Ula mountains in the north of Mongolia (1% century B.C. — 1% century A.D.).
Excavations of this archaeological monument were carried out by the Mongol-Tibetan
expedition led by Peter Kozlov during 1924-1925. The discovery that changed
scientists' views on the ancient history of Central Asia aroused wide scientific interest
and international resonance, so it was immediately decided to prepare a full publication
of the material.

The Academy for the History of Material Culture in Leningrad took the lead in
studying archaeological artefacts, and all finds from the excavations were deposited
there for temporary storage in 1925-1926. A special commission was established at the
Academy for the study and publication of collections of antiquities from Mongolian
excavations. The archive of the Institute for the History of Material Academy RAS
holds the journals of its meetings from 1925 to 1927, which enable the reconstruction
of the process of studying unique objects and preparing the archaeological collection

for a monographic edition.

Due to various circumstances, the publication of the multi-volume, richly
illustrated edition of the Noin-Ula collection did not take place. The archive of the
Institute holds drawings and photographic representations of the objects, prepared by
leading photographers and artists, which were later used by the researchers of the
collection on a number of occasions. At present, their complete edition in the original
version is being prepared by researchers from the Institute for the History of Material

Culture RAS and the State Hermitage Museum.
